Fundraising constraints during Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) and Air Force Assistance Fund (AFAF)
Fundraising is not an official activity (to be approved must be registered in PO program; few exceptions)

General Rules:

· All fundraising events must received prior approval (submit at least 2 weeks before event date)
· Prior to submission – mandatory 460 SW IMT 8 form has been coordinated through the appropriate offices in consideration of any fundraiser or advertising requests, along with the “Request to Conduct Fundraiser” document (developed by 460 SW/JA) 
· No more than two fundraisers per quarter (applicable on-base events) 
· DoD may not participate in fundraising events during duty hours

· May not hold fundraising events in the workplace, but is permitted in public entrances, support facilities, personal quarters, or other non-duty areas

· PO fundraising events may not receive or imply DoD endorsement
· DoD members are prohibited from selling items to subordinates and others who do or seek to do business with the DoD
· Fundraising events may not duplicate or compete with AAFES, Services activities, or NAFIs

· No resale of Commissary items

· May not sell alcohol at fundraising events

· POs are prohibited from soliciting cash, merchandise, or other means of support on-base or off-base
· Unsolicited donations may be accepted in limited situations

· Only SERVICES MWR programs may use the commercial sponsorship benefits (per AFI 34-407, Commercial Sponsorship Program)

When advertising:
· Cannot use Government resources

· Do not advertise event before approval

· Do not advertise for or direct support from base organizations
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
